Chair, Brian Wolf, called the meeting to order at 1:30 at the Eden Roc Hotel on Miami Beach, being the first committee meeting held in conjunction with the quarterly RPPTL Section meetings. The following items were discussed:

1. Opening:

A.  Approval of Minutes: The minutes for the committee meeting of April 11, 2011, were approved as circulated. 

B. Roll Call (Members): There were 26 members in attendance as are noted on the Google Documents report.
NEW RECORDATION OF ATTENDENCE: In an effort to conserve committee time for discussion of pending issues all attendance must be recorded through the use of Google Docs. Instructions for the use of this new method of recording attendance will be given at the beginning of each meeting. 
2. Announcements:
One (1) new member, Tracye Solove, was welcomed, bringing the committee current membership to 420 members as of May 25, 2011. There were no guests in attendance.
3. Subcommittee Reports:

A. ABA Forum Liaison: Chair Cary Wright reported that the Forum’s construction insurance book on commercial general liability, bonds, etc., will be presented with an insurance seminar in Chicago on September 22-23, and that the fall meeting would be held in Atlanta on October 13-14. 
B. Construction Regulation: Chair Fred Dudley reported on five (5) new appellate cases and one (1) DOAH decision, as well as proposed administrative rules, rule waivers and declaratory statement petitions involving construction law and regulations, per a written report circulated to the members.


C. Publications: Report deferred until next meeting.
IMPORTANT REMINDER: Members are invited to submit proposed articles for review and possible publication.


D. 2011 Construction Law Institute: Chair Cary Wright reported that there were a total of 348 attendees for both seminars, which were highly successful. He also reported that the 2012 Institute has already been tentatively scheduled for March 28th-29th at a site to yet be selected, but that all speakers and topics had been finalized. 

E. 2011 Certification Review: No report at this time, but see above.

F. 2011 Certification Exam: In the absence of chair Sasso, new member Fred Dudley reported that the committee will meet in Orlando on June 17th to begin preparing questions for the 2012 certification exam. 
G. Chinese Drywall: Neil Sivyer, who serves on the home builder’s steering committee, reported that in the Hillsboro County case the homeowner had prevailed over the pollution exclusion in the CGL policy. The MDL cases apply only to federal cases, except as to insurance matters. “Subguard,” a Zurich subsidiary, is defending under payment and performance bonds, but has not paid any indemnification yet.


H. Green Building: Chair Peyton Lumpkin reported that the subcommittee will be presenting a green construction seminar in Tampa on May 6th (floridagreenbuildinglaw.com).
I. Small Business Programs: No report at this time. 

J. Surety and Insurance: No report at this time.

K. Website Subcommittee: Chair Rachel Peterkin reported that the website is running well, and would include the committee’s monthly attendance from the Google Documents.
L. Legislative Subcommittee: Chair Reese Henderson reported that the section’s proposed lien law changes, in the form of SB 1196, proposed in light of the Everglades Electric case, had passed and is waiting to be presented to the Governor. A complete report will be given next month.
M. CLE Subcommittee: Chair Hardy Roberts reported that the June CLE program will be presented by Fred Dudley on the 2011 construction related new legislation.

4. Continuing Legal Education Presentation: There was NO CLE planned or presented at this meeting in order to give the members ample time to discuss long-range planning matters.
