3. New Business: 

A. RPPTL Section – activities and future plans: The attendees revisited the issue of becoming a separate “Division” of the Section; both pros and cons were discussed, and it was agreed that the committee would be best served by continuing to be more active in Section meetings, and making sure our members were so identified in their interactions with other section members.

B. Technology changes: 
(1) Hardy Roberts explained the new list serve, which will allow members to exchange ideas and discussions without members having to be concerned about missing “official” committee business through the existing list serve, which will be available for use ONLY by committee officers.

(2) Since he is also responsible for the CLE presentations, Hardy Roberts is working on delivering these credits by way of a webinar, starting with the June presenter. With this new format, members can take advantage of viewing the written materials, and provided with the opportunity to submit written questions during the presentation.
