1. Opening: Chair, Arnie Tritt, called the meeting to order at 11:34 a.m. 
A. The minutes for the committee’s previous meeting of June 11, 2012, were approved as circulated. 

B. Officers acknowledged, in addition to the chair were: Hardy Roberts, 1st Vice Chair; Lisa Colon-Heron, 2nd Vice Chair; Scott Pence, 3rd Vice Chair (and Chair of the Legislative Committee); and, Fred Dudley, Secretary.
2. Welcome New Members and Guests: Chair Tritt introduced and welcomed 2 new members, brining the total committee membership to 565. There were no announced guests.

4. Tech Report: No report
5. Subcommittee Reports:

A. ABA Forum Liaison: Cary Wright reminded members that the fall meeting will be held in Boston at the Boston Sheraton Hotel on October 18-19, 2012, which will include an “in-counsel” presentation. The annual meeting will be held on April 25-27, 2013, at Dana Point, California.

Note: The mid-winter meeting to be held in Naples on January 31-February 1, 2013, at the Naples Grand (which will include a reception sponsored by CLC); and, the annual meeting to be held in California on April 25-27, 2013.
B. Construction Regulation: Chair Fred Dudley distributed this month’s report, and briefly discussed several of the state case decisions.

C. Publications: Shawn reported that the PPP article by Brian Rowlson will be published in the July/August Florida Bar Journal, that a new article by Larry Leiby regarding prompt pay clauses is ready for publication, and that Ty Thompson is working on an article on Insurance Solvency and Motions to Stay.

D. 2012 Construction Law Institute: Chair Cary Wright reported that all topics have been determined and most speakers selected for next year’s program to be held on March 7-9, 2013, at the Rosen Shingle Creek.

F. Certification Exam: Fred Dudley reported on half of the committee chair that all exams have now been graded for the 2012 exam that was held on May 17th in Tampa, but that only 23 of the 35 applicants showed up. 
Members who are not yet certified have until the application deadline of October 31, 2012, in order to take the certification exam in May 2013.

L. Legislative: Chair Scott Pence announced July 11 was the deadline for proposed legislation to be considered during the 2013 regular legislative session, but that nothing has been proposed so far. The upcoming Section meetings at The Breakers will be the last chance for approval of any legislation to be proposed by the Section for the next session.
M. Jury Instructions: No report. N. CLE: Chair Lisa Colon-Heron requested volunteers to serve as speakers for CLE presentations.

6. Continuing Legal Education Presentation: (Started at 11:51 until 12:45)

Paul J. Del Vecchio, a construction contractor, damages consultant, and current member of the Construction Industry Licensing Board, gave an overview of the CILB and Part I, Chapter 489, Florida Statutes, with a focus on the application review process for both initial licensure and qualifying an additional business entity, as well as on the disciplinary process (including the use of probation) and the use of declaratory statements.  He also described the current policies regarding unpaid commercial judgments, and the use of “Financially Responsible Officer” status.

Presentations should be in 25-minute segments, but may be continued to a subsequent meeting if more time is required, and may include more than one speaker; discussion and debate will be welcome.
