1. Opening: Chair, Arnie Tritt, called the meeting to order at 11:30 a.m.

2. Welcome New Members and Guests: Chair Tritt will introduce new members next month, as the new membership report does not differentiate new vs. old.

5. Subcommittee Reports:
	A. ABA Forum Liaison: Cary Wright reminded members that the annual meeting will be held on April 25-27, 2013, at Dana Point, California, while the mid-winter meeting to be held in Naples on January 31-February 1, 2013, at the Naples Grand (which will include a reception co-sponsored by CLC.)
