1. Opening:  Chair, Hardy Robert, called the meeting to order at 11:30 a.m.

B. Certification Exam: Fred Dudley reported that all exams had been graded –37 applicants took the test out of 45 that applied and he anticipated the results would be published in approximately 2 weeks.
C. Certification Review Course: Lee Weintraub reported that the timing of the course was changing for the upcoming year – the course will start in the morning of Thursday, March 20, 2014 and end early Saturday March 22, 2014.
