1. Opening:  Chair, Hardy Roberts, called the meeting to order at 11:32 a.m.

The minutes from the June 8 meeting were approved as circulated this morning. 
2. Subcommittee Reports:
	A. ABA Forum on Construction Law Liaison:  
Chair Cary Wright reported that October 8-9 is the fall meeting will be in Austin, TX. It is the “Construction ADR Summit.”  Austin City Limits festival is concurrent, so book rooms early and if you are interested in attending the festival, buy tickets now, as they sell out.  In October there will be a trial academy (Oct 21-24) meeting in Washington DC.  This happens every other year and limited to 60 spots.   The mid-winter meeting will be in San Francisco in January (21-22) and next year’s annual meeting will be in Nashville in the end of April (28-30).
