2. Subcommittee Reports:
	A. ABA Forum on Construction Law Liaison:  Steve Lesser and Cary Wright reported:  The 2016 annual meeting was in Nashville in the end of April (28-30) 2016. Construction Regulation:     Fred Dudley had no formal report, but pointed out a recent FL Supreme Court case struck down a fee provision in a worker’s comp case as facially invalid for lack of due process.  There are currently 18 other cases where a similar question is pending.  This may have a ripple effect on worker’s compensation premiums due to uncertainty in potential fee awards. There will be a full report next week.

I. Contractors University Subcommittee:  Cary Wright reported:  The presentations for Fort Lauderdale and Tampa took place and were successful.
