2. Subcommittee Reports:
	A. ABA Forum on Construction Law Liaison:  Cary Wright reported:    The fall regional meetings will be November 4, on “Fundamentals of Construction Law” (Atlanta, Chicago, NYC and San Francisco). There is now an ABA Forum App available for mobile devices.  The mid-winter meeting is Feb 2-3 in Palm Desert, CA.  Annual Meeting is April 20-22 in Washington DC. G. Construction Regulation:     The report was distributed via listserv this morning. There is a case involving statute of limitations on Construction Industry Recovery Fund claims. There is a case involving a contractor giving 5 different dates of last performance.  Appellate court said it’s a fact issue for the jury.  The last case involved a fraudulent lien case.  Appellate court held that there must be a finding of intent, which is a jury issue, so no fraudulent lien by summary judgment.   There were two DOAH cases, the first involved worker’s compensation,
