2. Subcommittee Reports:
	A. ABA Forum on Construction Law Liaison:  Cary Wright is the liason:  Annual Meeting is April 20-22 in Washington DC. G. Construction Regulation:     Steve Sellers reported verbally:  Johnson v. State from 4th DCA:   A license holder tried to qualify a municipal authority.  License denied per the statute.  11th Circuit Auto Owners v. Elite Homes, Inc.  Homeowner sued contractor, carrier denied a defense on basis of no allegation of damage to other property. Court ruled in favor of the carrier.  Sunset Beach Investments v. Kimley Horn (4th DCA), court said the engineering intern named personally was not subject to a professional negligence claim.  
H. Construction Transaction Subcommittee.  Claramargaret Groover is chair.  Contact her to get involved. 
 I. Contractors University Subcommittee:  Lee Weintraub is chair.   The events are geared toward contractors, not attorneys.
