J.  Legislative Subcommittee:  Sanjay Kurian is chair and Sean Mickley is co-chair.  Sean Mickley reported they have circulated SB144 regarding impact fees, which was given to us by the RPPTL committee. SB 420 relates to 489.126, and proposes to revise the statute as it relates to deposit monies received by contractors, and shortens the timeframe to make substantial progress on the job. The most concerning change was the expansive nature of the revised definition of a contractor, which would conflict with 489.125.  The subcommittee forwarded that observation. Lastly, SB127/HB127 concerning permit fees:  Would require government agencies to post the fees online and explain what/why the fees are what they are.
