It was up for review by the title insurance folks.   They were concerned about the proposed change regarding special fabricators lien filing deadlines, particularly the 180 day portion.   A subcommittee will be formed with Reese, several title insurers and Lee on the group.  They are hoping to work though ways to save that part of the bill by the RPPTL meeting in August. They did not yet discuss adding “declared state of emergency” language to the filing deadline extension provisions, similar to the way a deadline is extended if it falls on a holiday or weekend.
