1. Opening: Co-Chair, Cary Wright, called the meeting to order at approximately 9:00 A.M.

2. Members in Attendance: 

Cary Wright, Scott Pence, Bryan Rendzio, Brian Hoffman, Art Menor, Bruce Alexander, Giselle Leonardo, Sanjay Kurian, Brenda Ezell, and Trey Goldman.

3. Approval of Minutes:


The meeting minutes from the August 20, 2012 meeting were approved as circulated.  

4. Status of Speakers:  


Cary reported that the speakers for the upcoming October, November and December meetings had been confirmed.

5. Status of Newsletter/Sponsorship Opportunities:  


Cary reported that the Summer Issue (Volume 1, Issue 2) of the newsletter was made available at the registration desk and that it also would be handed out at each of the roundtable breakfasts.  Art suggested possibly repurposing some of the articles in upcoming issues of ActionLine.


We discussed the possibility of obtaining sponsors for our committee.  Scott agreed to follow up with Andrea Northrop regarding the possibility of sponsorship by the Insurance Offices of America (IOA). 

6. Status of Website:


Scott reported that the website had been updated with information from our past meetings, including agendas, minutes and CLE materials.  We discussed the need to have Christine Hoke confirm all relevant information is current and up-to-date (e.g. listing of CLE approval, membership list, etc.). 

7. Section CLE Webinar:  

We discussed the possibility of putting together a CLE (e.g. 1-hour/half day/full day) sometime in 2013.  Cary reported that our committee had been asked to present a one-hour CLE on May 1, 2012 and we needed to confirm a speaker and topic.  The question was raised as to what audience we wanted to target for that CLE (e.g. basic/intermediate/advanced).

Some potential topics and speakers were suggested as follows:

· Steve Messer – insurance issues related to condominiums.

· ??                   – Manipulation of provisions to deny coverage.

· ??                   – A mediator’s point of view of what could be done better.

We discussed possibly repurposing a CLE that had already been presented during one of our monthly calls.

With respect to an all-day seminar, we discussed the possibility of having an “insurance track” at the Construction Law Institute.  Also, the possibility of using an IRMI seminar as a model was suggested.  

Finally, we discussed the possibility of getting the Probate Division involved by trying to find out what insurance related issues they are interested in learning more about.

8. New Business:

Someone reported that they believed the Residential Real Estate Committee, chaired by Fred Jones, was looking into insurance issues.

Giselle suggested that “political risk insurance” might be a good topic for an upcoming CLE. 

Cary discussed our goal of providing speakers and generally being a resource to other committees within the Section and asked everyone to consider ways we might better achieve that goal.

We discussed another goal of achieving board certification in insurance and risk management.  Bruce briefly described the process and suggested we speak to Kim Ashby because she had headed the efforts for board certification in construction law.

The meeting was adjourned at approximately 9:51 A.M.
