1. Opening: Co-Chair, Cary Wright, called the meeting to order at 12:00 Noon.

3. Approval of Minutes


The minutes of the December 17, 2012 Monthly Meeting were approved as circulated.

4. Status of Speakers:


Michael Meyer reported that speakers are currently lined up for and March and April.  Also, the speaker for the Section-wide seminar on May 1, 2013 is confirmed.  He is looking for additional speakers for upcoming meetings.

5. Status of Newsletter (not reported):


Scott Pence reported that the next newsletter is currently being put together and he is looking for commitments for articles, blurbs, etc.  The next issue is scheduled to be completed before the upcoming Executive Council Meeting in St. Petersburg in May and Scott requests that any submissions to be sent to him by the end of April.

6. Section CLE Webinar – May 1, 2013:


Cary reported that Mark Boyle is confirmed to present a Section-wide seminar on behalf of the committee. 

7. Full-Day Seminar/Insurance Tract at CLI:
Cary reported that planning for the 2014 CLI will likely begin in late March and that he plans on approaching the CLI committee to see if there is interest in adding 2-3 workshops, lasting approximately 1 hour each, on Saturday morning as a separate “insurance tract” for the CLI.  If our proposal is accepted, Cary will begin to reach out to members of the committee for commitments to present.  Co-Chair, Fred Dudley suggested consideration of a panel with a hypothetical client fact scenario.

8. Revisions to Section 627.4137:


Cary indicated that he would like us to be able to circulate a draft of proposed revisions to this statute to other committees, ultimately for final approval of the Section for possible inclusion in a Bill in the 2014 legislative session.


Bruce Partington suggested the statute should also apply to professional errors and omissions policies.  Cary mentioned there are the same issues with respect to property insurance policies.


A member identified a 2013 Bill (HB 635) which is proposing an equivalent statute with respect to surplus line carriers and suggested any changes our committee recommends making to 627.4137 also be recommended for that statute if it passes and becomes effective.


Cary mentioned that a subcommittee was formed at the Tallahassee Executive Council meeting to head up these efforts and Sanjay Kurian volunteered to be the chair of this subcommittee.  It was agreed that this committee would be called the “Legislative Subcommittee.”  Cary suggested anyone interested in joining that subcommittee contact Sanjay.

Michael Meyer reported that he is looking into reeiving CLE credit for past presentations and will report back at our next meeting.
