1. Opening: Co-Chair, Fred Dudley, called the meeting to order at 12:00 Noon.

3. Approval of Minutes


The minutes of the March 18, 2013 Monthly Meeting were approved as circulated.

4. Status of Newsletter:


Scott Pence reported that the next newsletter is currently being put together and he is looking for commitments for articles, blurbs, etc.  The next issue is scheduled to be completed before the upcoming Executive Council Meeting in St. Petersburg in May and Scott requests that any submissions to be sent to him by the end of April.

5. Status of Upcoming CLE Presentations:


Michael Meyer reported that the Section-wide seminar previously scheduled for May 1, 2013 has been rescheduled due to conflict with another Section webinar to May 29, 2013.  Michael also indicated he is looking for additional speakers for upcoming meetings.

6. Status of Section 627.4137 Subcommittee (i.e. the “Legislative Subcommittee”):


Sanjay Kurian reported that the subcommittee’s proposed changes to the statute were distributed in the materials for the meeting and he summarized the three basic changes.  Prior to the vote, there was some further discussion as follows: (1) question regarding other points of view which Sanjay responded to by indicating the changes tracked current case law; and (2) question about whether the insurer should be protected for insured’s lack of response which Sanjay responded to by indicating the subcommittee considered this but decided not to address. The proposed changes were accepted unanimously by vote of the committee.  Sanjay agreed to coordinate with Co-Chair Cary Wright to ad this to the agenda at the upcoming Executive Council meeting in St. Petersburg and to possibly distribute to other committees within the Section for review and comment (e.g. condominium, construction law, real property litigation, landlord/tenant and real property problem studies).

Gary Smith, of Insurance Offices of America, presented on WRAP-UP coverage and contract administration.

There was a discussion about a possible amendment to HB909 which would render an “assignment” void rather than the voiding the “insurance” itself in the event of an assignment.
