1. Opening: 

Co-Chair Cary Wright called the meeting to order at 12:00 Noon.  The minutes from our September and October meetings were approved as distributed.

2. Status of Newsletter:


Scott Pence reported that the next edition of the newsletter is scheduled to be completed for distribution at the upcoming Executive Council meeting in Orlando in March, 2015.  Scott also requested anyone with an interest in submitting an article or with a suggestion for a topic for an article to please contact him.  Cary reported that the last edition of the newsletter was distributed to other RPPTL committees that he felt would have an interest in the subject matter.

3. Website Update / Status of CLE 

Michael Meyer reported that he contacted the RPPTL Section webmaster and that he would be updating the website before our next committee meeting.  

Michael also reported that information for CLE approval should be submitted to the Bar by the end of the week.  Cary requested Michael send an e-mail to the chairs to update when this had been accomplished.

4.  Cyber Insurance CLE:
Michael Meyer reported that he has lined up a speaker for January to speak on insurance aspects of Cyber Risks and was in the process of confirming two other speakers for subsequent months to discuss other aspects of Cyber Risks.  The goal will be to take those three presentations and combine them for a half-day Section-wide CLE presentation.  There was discussion about submitting an article for publication in ActionLine on behalf of the committee on Cyber Risks.

5.  New Business:
Because the January and February each fall on holidays, the committee agreed to move our conference calls for those months to the fourth Monday rather than the usually-scheduled third Monday of the month.

Michael Meyer raised an issue relating to the practical problems of obtaining lien transfer bonds pursuant to Section 713.24, Florida Statutes.  Michael agreed to draft a proposal for a legislative fix and prepare a white paper for the committee’s review and consideration.

Fred Dudley raised a question about coordinating efforts of the CLC insurance and surety subcommittee and our committee.

Fred Dudley raised a potential issue created by proposed legislation by AGC to Chapter 558 as it relates to the notice required thereunder.  Scott Pence is already reviewing on behalf of the CLC and has solicited comments from the CLC legislative subcommittee and will report back to our committee once they are received.

5.  CLE Presentation (12:35-1:10):
Charles E. Comiskey spoke about “Insurance Gaps – In the Eyes of the Beholder.

6. Closing:

Because Mr. Comiskey was not able to complete his entire presentation within the allotted time due to the business portion of our call extending beyond its usual time, it was agreed that Mr. Comiskey would complete his presentation during our January meeting, with the scheduled presentations for the next three months being pushed back accordingly.
