Moscow School District Students Demonstrate Extraordinary Performance on 2004 Spring ISAT

MSD is extremely proud to report that our levels of student proficiency on the Spring 2004 Idaho Standards Achievement Test are outstanding in Reading, Language Usage and Mathematics.  Our tenth grade students had the highest scores in the state in the areas of Reading and Language Usage, and they were among the very highest in Mathematics.  District wide, 90.5 % of our students were proficient or advanced in Reading, as compared to 81% statewide.  In Math, 89% of our students were proficient or advanced as compared to 76% statewide.  Below is a breakdown of the data by grade and subject area:

Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) measures and holds schools accountable for the following three components:

1. Whether 95% of all students in a school and 95% of all student subgroups in the school were tested.

2. Whether all students in a school and all subgroups of students within the school met Reading and Math Proficiency targets. (Reading Target = 66% of students proficient; Math target = 51% of students proficient.)

3. Whether all students in a school reached the Language Usage Proficiency Target (66% proficient), or showed improvement in Language Usage from last year.

We are pleased to report that the general student population in every school in Moscow School District has made Adequate Yearly Progress once again.  Our performance across all grades in all subjects is exemplary!  

In addition to the general student population, NCLB also requires that specific subgroups of children at every school be measured to see if each has made AYP at the required levels of proficiency.  The subgroups are identified as follows:

· African American

· Asian

· American Indian/Alaska Native

· Hispanic

· Native Hawaiian/Pacific Islander

· White

· Students with Disabilities

· Limited English Proficient

· Economically Disadvantaged

Schools are held accountable for ensuring that these subgroups of children meet the same proficiency levels as those required for the general student population.  Moscow proudly reports that every subgroup in every school also made adequate yearly progress, with the exception of one subgroup at the Junior High.  This year, our “students with disabilities” at Moscow Junior High School did not make AYP in math and reading.  Although we are very proud of the progress of this group of students, the Junior High will be implementing instructional interventions to help them improve even more.

This past year, AYP was based on indicators relating to 3rd, 4th, 7th, 8th, and 10th grade students in Idaho.  Grades 5 and 6 will be added this academic year. 
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
