RE: LCSO Gets Drug Dog
The Latah County Sheriff's Office is pleased to invite you to meet our newest department member.  Kilo is a 22 month old lab and boarder collie cross who is trained to sniff out illegal drugs.  Both Kilo and his handler, Deputy Ryan Sillers are a State certified drug detection K9 team.  They just got back from a two-week training session in Emmett, Idaho where they worked together to detect illegal drugs.  During the Meridian K9 Trials, held March 19th, in Meridian, Idaho, Deputy Sillers and Kilo came in fourth after only one week of training together.

Kilo is a fulfillment of a campaign promise Sheriff Wayne Rausch made during the election, but is only part of a multi-phase project Sheriff Rausch plans to undertake.  You can expect to see Kilo and Dep. Sillers out on the roads immediately; in the future, look for another K9 unit and a new narcotics position at the Latah County Sheriff's Office.
