On Tuesday evening, October 31, 2006, officers with the Moscow Police Department responded to three incidents where Halloween candy had been forcibly taken from a child.  
The first incident was reported at 7:12 p.m. on D Street next to the Moscow Junior High School.  A ten (10) year old boy told officers that a male, described as being 5’9”, slender built wearing a dark jacket and jeans, walked up to him and grabbed his bag of candy.  The ten year old told the offender to stop, who then told the boy he had a gun, forcible removed the boy’s Halloween mask and took his bag of candy.  The offender got into a dark colored vehicle and left the area.
The second incident was reported by an off-duty Latah County Sheriff’s deputy at 7:20 p.m. at B Street and Hayes.  Two juveniles were approached by two other juveniles who forcibly removed their Halloween masks, stole their bags of candy and a blanket.  They left northbound in a dark colored car.  
The third incident was also reported at 7:20 p.m. in the 700 block of South Hayes.  Three juvenile males walking along South Hayes were approached by three other juvenile males.  An altercation occurred and a 15 year old juvenile was pushed to the ground and kicked in the head by one of the juvenile suspects.  The same suspect took his pillowcase full of candy and left.  The suspects got into a vehicle and drove away.  The 15 year old was taken to Gritman Medical Center by his father to be checked out.

Information obtained from the victim and the other witnesses assisted with identifying the suspects in this altercation on South Hayes.  The juvenile suspects involved have been interviewed and case information is being forwarded to the Latah County Prosecutor for filing of charges.

The investigation is still on-going and we are asking anyone who has further information on these incidents to call Detective Bob Marr at 883-7054.
