Moscow Historic District Logo Competition

The Moscow Historic Preservation Commission is seeking design submittals for logos, branding, images, or identities to represent the unique character of each of Moscow’s historic districts.  The designer of the winning submission will receive $500 and the honor of their work representing two of Moscow’s most cherished areas.
Project Overview:

A subcommittee of the Moscow Historic Preservation Commission has been working with representatives from the Moscow Arts Commission and the Moscow Chamber of Commerce to develop a plan for signage to highlight Moscow’s two historic districts and promote tourism relating to the historic aspect of Moscow.  This Call for Submissions is the next step in developing a historic signage program.  The images, logos, or designs that are selected to represent the Fort Russell Neighborhood and Moscow Downtown historic districts will provide a foundation for developing the physical signage elements that are complementary to the selected design and a basis for developing logos for any future historic districts.

The submittal the Moscow Historic Preservation Commission is seeking will include:
· Two designs; one for each the Fort Russell Neighborhood and Moscow Downtown historic districts

· Designs with both text and graphics, but consider ability to separate such elements
· Two designs that are distinct, yet complementary to each other

· Designs that can be modified and expanded to include future historic districts

· Designs that are recognizable at different scales.  For example, one inch for letterhead to two feet for banners.

· Ability to be utilized in different media (two-dimensional and relief)
· Ability to be utilized in color or two-tone

· Design elements that relate to the history and landmarks of the respective districts

· Consideration of the Manual of Uniform Traffic Control Devices and other signage regulations that may affect design

The design should not include:

· More than four colors

· Features or elements that are difficult to reproduce in various media

· Recognizable only at limited scales

· Represent generic historical elements
Eligibility:
This contest for development of logos for Moscow’s Historic Districts is open to all ages, professions, individuals, or groups interested in submitting designs.  Members of the Moscow Historic Preservation Commission, MHPC Historic District Signage Subcommittee, Historic District Design Selection Committee, and Moscow City Council shall refrain from submitting due to involvement in the selection of the winning submittal.  Submissions that are not complete or do not meet the needs of the MHPC will not be eligible for consideration.
Selection Committee:

The Historic District Design Selection Committee will review all submissions to determine completeness of each submittal and to select up to the top five submissions to be viewed and voted on by the public.  Input received from the public will be considered in the selection committee’s decision for recommendation to City Council.  The City Council will confirm and adopt the winning designs to represent the historic districts.  Selection will be made without regard to age, race, sex, religion, affiliation, national origin or disability.
