OPEN MEETING RESOLUTION

Whereas Idaho Code 67-23341 DEFINITIONS, Item 5 states “Government body” means the member of any public agency which consists of two (2) or more members, with the authority to make decisions or recommendations to a public agency regarding any matter.

Whereas Idaho Code 67-2347(1) states that any member of a governing body who knowingly conducts or participates in a meeting that violates the Open Meeting Law is subject to a maximum fine of $150 for the first violation and no more than $300 for each subsequent violation.

Resolved that any committee, commissions, etc that operate under the auspices of any public agency, whether it receives funding from said agency or not is subject to the Open Meeting Law.

Resolved that any individual who violates the Open Meeting Law is personally subject to a minimum fine of $500 for the first violation and  $1000 thereafter. This includes anyone who directs or overrides a governing body

Resolved that the Idaho State Grange supports this resolution
