Shirlee Matack & Carol Strickland, as the Co-Personal Representatives of Decedent’s estate, declare under penalty of perjury under the laws of the State of Washington that the following is true and correct to the best of their knowledge:

A.  Decedent’s Facts


1.  Decedent.  Decedent died on October 10, 2008, was then a resident of Maple Valley, King County, Washington, and left property in this state subject to probate.

2.  Heirs.  Decedent was unmarried at death, had been in a committed intimate partnership for over ten years, and was survived by no child, issue, or parent, but by his three siblings, all adults, who are Decedent’s only heirs:

3.  Estate Solvency.  The value of Decedent's assets at death exceeded the value of his liabilities by at least $100,000, so Decedent died solvent.  Furthermore, the value of all expenses of the estate, including taxes and fees and costs of administration, should not exceed $5,000, so Decedent's estate is now and should remain solvent.

B.  Procedural History


1.  Personal Representative.  On March 30, 2009, this Court appointed Carol Strickland, Decedent’s intimate partner, as Personal Representative of Decedent’s estate with $10,000 Bond and without Nonintervention Powers.


2.  Bond & Letters.  On April 3, 2009, this Court approved Ms. Strickland’s $10,000 Bond and issued to her Letters of Administration, which have been superseded.


3.  Co-Personal Representatives.  On April 9, 2009, this Court, at Ms. Strickland’s behest, appointed Ms. Matack as Co-Personal Representative of Decedent’s estate with no further Bond and without Nonintervention Powers and issued to Shirlee Matack & Carol Strickland Letters of Administration, which remain in effect.

4.  Initial Petition for Admission of Lost Will to Probate.  On May 7, 2009, Gary Vukich filed his Petition for Admission of Copy of Will of Decedent & Removal of Co-PRs & Appointment of Gary Vukich as Executor, to which the Co-PRs objected.  On May 22, 2009, this Court ordered Mr. Vukich’s Petition set for trial, to begin October 19, 2009.

5.  Grant of Nonintervention Powers.  On June 29, 2009, the Co-PRs filed their Petition for Nonintervention Powers, to which Mr. Vukich objected.  On July 16, 2009, this Court granted Nonintervention Powers to the Co-PRs subject to their increasing the amount of their Bond from $10,000 to $250,000 and ordering that all liquid funds of the estate over this amount and all net proceeds of sale of real property in the estate be deposited into a blocked account.

C.  Lost Will


1.  Will.  A copy of Decedent's last Will dated July 27, 2008, will be filed in these proceedings.  Decedent purportedly signed the Will on that date while competent, and its subscribing witnesses are Donald Berg & Magda Ancira.

2.  Affidavits of Will Witnesses.  On March 27, 2009, an Affidavit of Witness to Decedent’s Will was filed by both Mr. Berg and Ms. Ancira.


3.  Named Personal Representative.  In his Will, Decedent named Shirlee Matack as his Personal Representative.


4.  Decedent’s Beneficiaries.  In his Will, Decedent provided for his heirs and Ms. Strickland as well as for:

5.  Agreement to Admit Lost Will.  Decedent’s three heirs and Ms. Strickland as his committed intimate partner have all agreed to the admission of the lost Will to probate.

6.  Confirmation of Co-PRs.  Mr. Vukich has agreed to withdraw his objection to the Co-PRs continuing to act in that capacity.


7.  Dismissal of Will Contest.  The Co-PRs and Mr. Vukich have agreed to dismiss with prejudice the matter set for trial, to begin October 19, 2009, with each party to pay for their or his respective attorney’s fees and costs.

WHEREFORE, the Co-PRs request that this Court:



A.  Admit to probate as Decedent’s last Will the copy of Decedent's Will dated July 27, 2008.


B.  Confirm the appointment of Shirlee Matack & Carol Strickland as the Co-Personal Representatives of Decedent’s estate, to serve with $250,000 Bond and with Nonintervention Powers under the others terms of the Order Granting Nonintervention Powers entered July 16, 2009.


C.  Order that either Shirlee Matack or Carol Strickland, acting alone and without the consent of the other, shall have full authority to act on behalf of and bind the estate.


D.  Order that Letters Testamentary be promptly issued to Shirlee Matack & Carol Strickland, as a sworn Oath of Personal Representative is already on file for each of them.
