In accordance with RCW 9A.72.085, Jeannine Neimoyer, declares under penalty of perjury under the laws of the State of Washington that the following is true and correct to the best of my knowledge:


1.  Decedent.  Decedent, Jessie Olene Mattera, died testate on July 4, 2005, was then a resident of Kitsap County, Washington, and left property in this state subject to probate.

2.  Lost Will.  On July 7, 1976, Decedent signed a Will while competent, and its subscribing witnesses are:

The original Will was in the possession of the office of Broughton & Singleton, Inc. P.S. and personally sent by me for recording with the Kitsap County Auditor on August 2, 2005 as shown on the attached FalCorp, Ltd Messenger slip attached as Exhibit 1.

Despite my best efforts to record the original Will, the original Will was lost between this office and the Kitsap County Auditor’s Office.  Diligent search has not revealed the original of the Will and I believe it to be lost under circumstances not having the effect of revoking the Will.
I do have, however, a true and correct copy of the Will, which I have attached to this Petition.  In order to establish Decedent's lost Will as Decedent's Will, I am filing with this Petition two Declarations, as follows:


a. Declaration re Circumstances Surrounding Lost Will & Lack of Revocation; and


b. Declaration re Authenticity of Copy of Will.
