THE COURT, having considered the verified Petition for Order to Open Safe Deposit Box and Remove Contents and Close Safe Deposit Box presented by the Petitioner, Robert Magana, who is the Personal Representative of the Estate of Alice Magana, by and through the Attorney for the Personal Representative, and having reviewed said Petition presented by by James R. Doran, the Attorney for the Personal Representative, and with a showing that Decedent died on August 10, 2016 and was then a resident of Whatcom County, State of Washington and left property in Washington subject to probate; and alleging: 

(i)   That as a result of Decedent's death, such Safe Deposit Box and the contents thereof have become inaccessible; and 
(ii) That the Bank named below has control over such Safe Deposit Box with miscellaneous items contained therein, which may include a Last Will & Testament of the decedent, the deed to her property and vehicle titles; and
(iii) That the items left in the Safe Deposit box may be essential to the proper administration of this estate; and
(iv) That the Personal Representative is in possession of a key to said safe deposit box; and 

(v) That there is no further need to maintain the Safe Deposit Box; 

Wherefore good cause thereby having been shown by the Petitioner, the court does enter the following ORDERS:
To: Whatcom Educational Credit Union – Holly Street Branch, Bellingham, WA 98225 and otherwise to Whatcom Educational Credit Union:

1.  To permit Robert Magana, or his agent, James R. Doran Attorney at Law, to open Safety Box No. 5121, at that Branch with the Bank’s assistance.


2.  To deliver possession of the all of the contents of the Safe Deposit Box to the Personal Representative of the Estate, namely Robert Magana, or his agent, James R. Doran Attorney at Law.

4. The Bank shall then terminate the decedent’s Safe Deposit Box account and close said Safe Deposit Box at the Bank with any remaining charges to be borne by the estate.
