I had a lady who did a trust on LZ. She came to me to review it, a year or two afterward. In it,
she left her entire estate, including her house, to her 4 adult children.


I asked her if she intended to leave it directly to them at her death, even if her husband
survived her - would it be OK if they kicked him out? Did he have another place to live? (It
was a second marriage, house was in her sole name and kids didn't really like H very much.)


Oh, no, she said, he gets to stay there for his life; it only goes to them AFTER he's dead, too.
Only one other specific asset (some closely-held stock) was supposed to go to the kids
immediately.


That's fine, I said, but your LZ trust doesn't say that.  It says "everything to your kids right
away."


Fortunately, we were able to fix it before she died (just about a year or two later, as it turned
out), survived by her hubby. The house was held in trust for him, he stayed there until he died
a couple of years later. 


Phew (for hubby, anyway!).
