Petitioner [PETITIONER], by and through counsel [COUNSEL], petitions the Court for an order re-opening probate of the above-entitled Estate.
1.  Order Admitting Will to Probate.  On [DATE], this Court admitted Decedent's Will to probate, appointed Petitioner as Personal Representative of Decedent's estate to serve without bond and with Nonintervention Powers, and ordered that Letters Testamentary be issued to Petitioner upon the filing of Petitioner’s sworn Oath of Personal Representative.
2. [ADDITIONAL RELEVANT CASE ACTIVITY]
3. Estate Closed.  On [DATE], this Court entered its Clerk’s Order of Closure closing the estate administratively due to inactivity.
4. Administration of the Estate is not complete.  Petitioner is the former Personal Representative and wishes to re-open the probate to complete administration of the Estate. 
5. Petitioner Requests the Court Reinstate the Probate Case Without Cost.  Petitioner’s original legal counsel is now retired.  Consequently, Petitioner did not timely receive the Clerk’s Notice for Dismissal for Want of Prosecution.  Petitioner has hired new counsel and wishes to move forward with administration of Decedent’s estate.  Pursuant to CR 41(b)(2)(B), Petitioner is entitled to reinstatement of the case, without cost, upon motion brought within a reasonable time after learning of the dismissal.  This Petition is brought [#DAYS] after Petitioner learned of the dismissal.
6. Reissuance of Letters Testamentary.  Petitioner requests the Court re-issue Letters Testamentary to [HER/HIM], so that the estate property may be properly marshaled, inventoried, and distributed to Decedent's beneficiaries.
7. No Other Change in Conditions.  No change has occurred since the original issuance of Letters Testamentary to Petitioner indicating the need for the posting of bond or for the restriction or denial of the grant to [HER/HIM] of Nonintervention Powers.
8. Notice.  Petitioner is Decedent’s surviving spouse and is appointed by Decedent’s Will as [HER/HIS] Personal Representative.  For these reasons, this Court initially granted the issuance of Letters Testamentary to Petitioner absent any notice to third parties, and no notice should be required for its grant of reissuance of Letters Testamentary.
WHEREFORE, Petitioner requests that this Court:

a. Reinstate the probate case;
b. Re-appoint Petitioner as Decedent's Personal Representative, to serve without Bond and with Nonintervention Powers;
c. Order that Letters Testamentary be promptly re-issued to Petitioner; 
d. Do so absent any Notice of Hearing; and
e. Waive any filing fee for reinstatement of the case.
