Movant, PERSONAL REPRESENTATIVE, respectfully shows that:


1.  Concurrently with the filing of this Motion, Movant, as Petitioner, has filed a Petition for Probate of Will, Letters Testamentary, and Nonintervention Powers for Decedent's Estate.


2.  Decedent left an adult child, BENEFICIARY, who has significant physical and cognitive disabilities and whose interests may need to be represented in these proceedings. Ms. Charters does not have a legally appointed guardian or conservator. The trustee of a testamentary supplemental needs trust established for Ms. BENEFICIARY LAST NAME’s benefit is a beneficiary of the estate.

3. This court may appoint a disinterested person to serve as Guardian ad Litem for an alleged incapacitated person who does not have a legally appointed conservator. RCW 11.76.080


4. Attorney GAL has agreed to serve as Guardian ad Litem in this proceeding.
WHEREFORE, Movant requests the Court to enter an order appointing Christopher Lyons to serve as Guardian ad Litem to represent the interests of BENEFICIARY.
