RECITALS

A.
The Servient Estate Holder is the owner of the property described in the attached Exhibit A (“Servient Estate”), which is incorporated herein by this reference and has agreed to grant a view easement on such land in favor of the Dominant Estate Holder.


B.
The Dominant Estate Holder is the owner of property described on the attached Exhibit B (“Dominant Estate”), which is incorporated herein by this reference and desires to obtain a view easement on this land owned by the Servient Estate Holder.

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the promises and agreements of the parties hereto and other valuable consideration receipt of which is hereby acknowledged, it is hereby mutually agreed as follows:


1. GRANT OF EASEMENT.  The Servient Estate Holder hereby covenants and agrees with the Dominant Estate Holder, their heirs, successors and assigns, that for the benefit of the property described on the attached Exhibit B, the following restriction is hereby imposed on the property described on the attached Exhibit A:

No portion of any building existing now or in the future on the Servient Estate shall be higher than the height of bottom of the front bay window on the present structure on the Dominant Estate  which is _________________________ ( ) feet ________ (  ) inches as measured from the lowest point at which the exterior foundation wall of the now existing structure meets the existing grade on the ______ side of the structure.


2.  SUCCESSORS.  The rights and obligations of the parties shall inure to the benefit of and be binding upon their respective successors and assigns.


3. ATTORNEYS FEES.  In the event a party is obliged to seek judicial relief to enforce the terms of this agreement, the prevailing party shall be entitled to recover his or her actual attorney’s fees and costs, including those occurred in arbitration and/or on appeal, from the other parties.


4. RUNNING COVENANTS.  The covenants, terms and conditions contained in this agreement touch and concern the lands described in the attached Exhibits A and B run with and benefit and burden those lands and shall bind all future owners of the properties described therein.


5. ACKNOWLEDGMENT OF FUTURE TITLEHOLDERS.  By accepting title to the property of the Servient Estate, all subsequent servient estate titleholders acknowledge and agree the passage of title by the Servient Estate Holder named herein constitutes valid consideration for this easement.
