COMPLAINT FOR SPECIFIC PERFORMANCE AND OTHER RELIEF



COMES NOW the Plaintiff,., by and through its attorneys of record, HAY & SWANN, PLLC, and for cause of action against the Defendants allege this Complaint as follows: 
I.  JURISDICTION

Plaintiff is a corporation doing business in Pierce County, Washington.

Defendants 

 were husband and wife at certain times relevant to this action.  


 is now deceased.  All parties reside in Pierce County, Washington.

1.3
Pierce County Superior Court has jurisdiction over this matter because the subject property, legally described herein, is located in Pierce County, Washington. 
II.  FACTS

2.1
On February 22, 2015, Plaintiff and Defendant entered into a Vacant Land Purchase and Sale Agreement (hereinafter “the Agreement”) for Plaintiff to purchase the property commonly known as 

, in Sumner, Washington for $40,000.00.  The property tax parcel number,

2.2   
The Addendum/Amendment to Purchase and Sale Agreement states that the Buyer will pay an additional $5,000.00 for a new roof to be added to the house located at 


 in Sumner, Washington, and that the real estate transaction is subject to segregation of the subject lot.  
2.3
The Plaintiff successfully completed the segregation of the lot and was ready, willing and able to close within the contractual time period but the Defendants refused to close. 
2.4
The Plaintiff has been damaged by Defendants’ breach of contract.
2.5    
True and correct copies of the Agreement and addendum are attached hereto as exhibit A.   

 III.  CAUSES OF ACTION
SPECIFIC PERFORMANCE, QUIET TITLE, BREACH OF CONTRACT, EQUITABLE OR CONSTRUCTIVE TRUST OR LIEN, UNJUST ENRICHMENT, EQUITABLE ESTOPPEL AND QUASI CONTRACT

3.1   
Plaintiff contracted with Defendants for the right to purchase unique real property.


3.2    
Plaintiff undertook substantial efforts to survey and segregate the lot, facilitate the purchase by Defendants of a neighboring lot with a home and otherwise benefit the Defendants.  Defendants have now not proceeded as necessary to close the sale of the unique real property to the Plaintiff.


3.3   
Plaintiff is entitled to a decree of the Court which orders Defendants to specifically perform the terms of the Agreement with Plaintiff, quiets title in the Plaintiff, and imposes such terms, conditions, liens and restrictions, equitable or otherwise, as are appropriate to prevent unjust enrichment and protect the legitimate interests of the Plaintiff and for damages. 
IV.  RELIEF REQUESTED

WHEREFORE, Plaintiffs pray as follows:


4.1
For an order of specific performance requiring the Defendants to complete the terms of the Agreement and close the sale of the property to Plaintiff;

4.2
For an order imposing such terms, conditions, liens and restrictions, equitable or otherwise, as are appropriate to prevent unjust enrichment and protect the legitimate interests of the Plaintiff and quiet title in the Plaintiff;

4.3
For judgment against Defendants for their breach of contract as well as incidental and consequential damages in an amount to be proven at trial;
4.4
For judgment against Defendants for reasonable attorneys’ fees and costs as provided by contract, statute, court rule or other law, or recognized grounds in equity; and

4.5
For such other and further relief as the Court deems just and equitable.
