
· [bookmark: _Hlk35940629][bookmark: _GoBack]Workers who support food, shelter and social services, and other necessities of life for economically disadvantaged or otherwise needy individuals. The highest and best purposes of homeowners’ associations in times of crisis. 
· Food banks. This would include new services, arranging for food sharing, and so on. 
· Service providers who provide services that are necessary to maintaining the safety, sanitation, and essential operation of residences.  This includes water supply.
· Operational staff at community water systems, workers repairing water systems, operational staff for water distribution. May or may not be the same as service providers, above. 
· Support, such as road clearing, to ensure the availability of needed facilities, transportation, energy and communications. This includes maintaining roads so that they are passable. May or may not require continuous employment for when road conditions may become impassable. 
· Support to ensure the effective removal, storage and disposal of residential and commercial solid waste and hazardous waste. Again, passability of roads.
· Employees supporting or enabling transportation functions…. Workers that maintain and inspect infrastructure.  This probably includes maintaining roads. 
· Central office personnel to maintain and operate central office, data centers, and other network office facilities. May be limited to financial sectors.
· Workers who are needed to process and maintain systems for processing financial transactions and services. May be limited to actual system providers. 
· Workers who support financial operations, such as those staffing data operations. May be limited to financial sectors. 
· Workers at operations centers necessary to maintain other essential functions. Broad. Category is unclear – does it only apply to government operations, or does it also apply to community-based essential functions? First items in category are governmental, then it turns to non-governmental.
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
