Petitioner respectfully shows:


JURISDICTION.  Decedent died a resident of _____ County, Washington on ___________, 201_, leaving property in _____ County, subject to probate.

TESTACY.  Decedent died testate, having duly executed a Last Will and Testament dated _______, 201_.  The original of that Will was destroyed in a fire at the Decedent’s attorney’s, ____________, office on __________, 201_, but Petitioner is in possession of a copy of that Will.  The Decedent’s attorney has prepared a declaration authenticating the Will and describing the circumstances of its destruction.

PETITIONER PERSONAL REPRESENTATIVE NAMED IN WILL.  The Petitioner is the Personal Representative named in the Will, resident of Washington and she is the Personal Representative nominated and appointed by the decedent and is willing and qualified to act as such.  I am qualified under RCW 11.36.010 to serve as a Personal Representative as I am not a corporation, a minor, a person of unsound mind, or a person who has been convicted of any felony or of a misdemeanor involving moral turpitude.

ADMINISTRATOR.  Petitioner is qualified under RCW 11.36.010 to serve as a Personal Representative and is not a corporation, a minor, a person of unsound mind, or a person who has been convicted of any felony or of a misdemeanor involving moral turpitude.  

DECEDENT’S ESTATE SOLVENT.  Petitioner is the surviving wife of the decedent and is well acquainted with all the decedent’s finances.  Petitioner has conducted an initial evaluation of the estate assets and liabilities.  The decedent had no unsecured debts, obligations or other liabilities except routine monthly expenditures which have been paid in full regularly.  Everything has been paid or arranged for.  The assets of the decedent have a current fair market value over $_______, the liabilities of the decedent are less than $_______.  The estate of the decedent is therefore solvent.  


NONINTERVENTION POWERS.  Petitioner is not a creditor of the estate and should be granted nonintervention powers.


WHEREFORE, Petitioner prays that the above-entitled Court enter an Order as follows:

A. Admitting the copy of the Will of the decedent to probate;

B. Confirming the appointment of __________ as Personal Representative of the decedent’s estate and directing Letters Testamentary be issued to Petitioner upon filing of her oath;

C. Adjudicating the estate of the decedent to be solvent and directing that further administration thereof shall be in accordance with the laws of the State of Washington pertaining to the settlement of estates without the intervention of Court.
