RIGHT OF ENTRY LICENSE

THIS RIGHT OF ENTRY LICENSE between CITY OF BURLINGTON, a municipal corporation (the “CITY”), and PARANORMAL WASHINGTON (“PARANORMAL”), is made this ____ day of __________, 2008.

IN CONSIDERATION of the promises and the mutual covenants herein, and it is agreed by and between the Parties as follows:

1.
Right of Entry.  The CITY grants a right of entry to PARANORMAL, its agents, employees, and volunteers, to enter and use the Property for the purpose of identifying, investigating, and recording paranormal phenomena.  PARANORMAL shall provide, at PARANORMAL’s expense, such supplies and equipment, including safety equipment, as may be necessary for PARANORMAL to accomplish its goals.

2.
Notification.  PARANORMAL shall notify Paul Tingley, at (360) 755-7761, at least two days in advance of PARANORMAL’s initial entrance upon the CITY’S Property to accomplish the goals as set forth herein.

3.
Restoration.  PARANORMAL and its agents and assigns shall not erect or attach any permanent fixture, or other thing, to the Property.  Upon completion of its activities, PARANORMAL or its agents shall return the Property to a condition reasonably comparable to the condition in which existed prior to the commencement of Paranormal’s activities.

4.
Indemnification. To the extent permitted by law, PARANORMAL hereby assumes any and all liability for injury to or death of any and all persons whomsoever, including officers, employees, and agents of PARANORMAL, and loss of, or damage to, property to whomsoever belonging, including property owned by, leased to, or in the care, custody, and control of PARANORMAL in any manner arising from PARANORMAL’s activities on the Property (including losses attributable to paranormal phenomena.)  PARANORMAL does hereby indemnify and save harmless the City, it’s employees, agents and officials from any and all claims, demands, suits, actions, damages, recoveries, judgments, costs, or expenses arising out of or in connection therewith.  

5.
Warranties. The City makes no warranties or representations concerning the Property, and hereby disclaims any representations.

6.
Term.  This License shall be effective from the date PARANORMAL [date], and shall terminate 48 hours later, provided that the liability assumed by PARANORMAL pursuant to Paragraph 4 shall survive termination, and such liability shall not cease nor be diminished by the termination of this License.  

7.
Improper Use.  PARANORMAL shall not perform or permit any of its agents to perform any actions constituting disorderly conduct, or commit any nuisance, on the Property, or to use said premises in any way so as to interfere with the operations of the Senior Center’s activities.  Volunteers of PARANORMAL shall not be considered to be employees of the City, and shall not be supervised by City staff.  Volunteers of PARANORMAL shall not refer to themselves as volunteers or agents of the City.  The Parties agree that the City shall not acquire industrial insurance under Title 51 RCW for the benefit of volunteers or employees of PARANORMAL, and that such insurance, if required under Washington law, shall be secured by PARANORMAL. 

8.
Except with the express permission of the City, PARANORMAL shall not operate, move, or manipulate the City’s equipment or other personal property.

9.
Compensation.  This permission is given to PARANORMAL as an accommodation to PARANORMAL and shall be rent free.

10.
Compliance with Laws.  PARANORMAL shall comply with all laws and regulations whether federal, state, county, or municipal relating to the occupancy and use of said premises.

11.
Assignment.  PARANORMAL’s privileges hereunder shall not be assignable in whole or in part.

12.
Termination.  The City reserves the right to terminate the permission hereby given at any time by giving PARANORMAL written notice of such termination.  Waiver by the City of any breach of any term or provision hereunder shall not be deemed a waiver of any subsequent breach of the same or any other term or provision hereof.

13.
Notice.  Any notice to PARANORMAL hereunder shall be sufficient if served on PARANORMAL personally, or posted on the Property, and if so posted shall be deemed served on the date of posting, or mailed to PARANORMAL directed to its last known address, and if so mailed shall be deemed served on the next business day, following the day of mailing.
