LEASE AGREEMENT


THIS LEASE AGREEMENT (“Agreement”) is made as of October 1, 2014, by and between _______________________(“Landlord”) and __________________(“Tenant”).  

Landlord agrees to lease to Tenant, and Tenant agrees to lease from Landlord that certain land and single family home situated at ___________________________, legally described as follows (“Premises”):

1.
Rent.  Tenant shall pay monthly rent in the amount of F____________________________in advance on or before the first day of each month to ____________________________
2.
Term - Lease for Life of Tenant.  The Term of this Lease shall commence on the date hereof and continue for the life of Tenant, expiring upon the death of Tenant.
3.
Use of Premises.  Tenant shall not permit the Premises to be used for any purposes other than as a private dwelling.  The Premises shall be occupied only by Diane Marks and temporary guests.

4.
Tenant’s Obligations.  Tenant agrees as follows:

(a)
To pay all rent and other charges promptly when due.  A late charge of Twenty Dollars ($20.00) will be assessed if rent is not paid by the 5th day of the month.

(b)
To keep the Premises in a clean and sanitary condition, and to comply with all laws and health requirements with respect to the Premises.

(c)
Not to use the Premises for any purpose deemed hazardous by insurance companies.

(d)
To properly dispose of all rubbish, garbage and other organic or flammable waste at reasonable and regular intervals and to assume all costs of extermination and fumigation for infestation caused by Tenant.

(e)
Not to intentionally or negligently destroy, deface, damage, impair or remove any part of the structure or dwelling, including the facilities, equipment, furniture, furnishings and appliances, in any material manner, or permit any member of Tenant’s family, invitee, licensee or any person under Tenant’s control to do so.   
(f)
To repair at Tenant’s expense any damage to the Premises caused by Tenant’s acts or neglect within thirty (30) days of receipt of written notice from Landlord requiring such repairs, or within a shorter time if made necessary by emergency.

(g)
To permit Landlord, Landlord’s agents, employees or representatives to enter the Premises at reasonable times after notice as required by applicable law for the purpose of inspections or to make necessary repairs or improvements or to show the Premises to prospective purchasers, mortgagees or insurance representatives.

(h)
Not to make any alterations, additions or improvements in or to the Premises without the prior written approval of Landlord.  Provided, however, no prior consent is required for mere cosmetic alterations, which Tenant may make in her sole discretion.
(i)
To notify Landlord immediately in writing of any necessary repairs or damage to the Premises.

(j)
To conform to reasonable rules and regulations adopted by Landlord.  These rules and regulations may be modified by Landlord upon thirty (30) days’ written notice.

(k)
To mow and water the grass and lawn, and keep the grass, lawn, flowers and shrubbery in good order and condition, and to keep the sidewalk surrounding the Premises free and clear of all obstructions, snow and ice.

(l)
To use due precaution against freezing of water pipes and waste pipes and stoppage of same in and about the Premises.  In the event that water pipes or waste pipes are frozen or become clogged by reason of neglect of Tenant, Tenant shall promptly repair same at Tenant’s expense as well as all damage caused thereby.

(m) To pay for all utilities and other services delivered to the Premises.  

5.
Rent Increases.  Monthly rent may not be increased during the term of this Lease.  Provided, Tenant will reimburse Landlord for increases in taxes or insurance premiums that occur after the date hereof.  
6.
Early Termination by Tenant.  Tenant may terminate this Lease early by giving written notice to Landlord at least twenty (20) days or more before the end of any month.  

7.
Abandonment.  If Tenant defaults in payment of rent and is absent from the Premises for a period of fourteen (14) consecutive days, it shall be presumed that Tenant has abandoned the Premises and does not intend to resume the tenancy.  In such event, Landlord may immediately enter the Premises and take possession of any personal property of Tenant found therein.  Any such property shall be stored and disposed of pursuant to applicable law.  
8.
Subletting and Assignment.  Tenant shall not sublet the Premises or any part thereof, nor assign this Agreement in whole or in part without the prior written consent of Landlord.

9.
No Waiver.  Failure of Landlord to insist upon the strict performance of the terms, covenants, agreements and conditions herein contained, or any of them, shall not constitute or be construed as a waiver or relinquishment of Landlord’s right thereafter to enforce any such term, covenant, agreement or condition, but the same shall continue in full force and effect.

10.
Attorney Fees.  In the event any action, suit or proceeding is instituted regarding the performance of the terms and provisions of this Agreement or because of a breach of any Tenant obligations, Tenant agrees to pay to Landlord reasonable attorney fees as authorized by law.

11.
Taxes and Insurance.  Landlord shall pay for all real estate taxes and insurance necessary with respect to the Premises. Tenant shall reimburse Landlord for increases in real estate taxes or insurance after the date hereof.  
12.  
Maintenance and Repairs.  Tenant shall perform ordinary-course maintenance and repairs. Landlord shall perform all extraordinary repairs and repairs or replacements of a capital nature.  

13.
Tenant’s Waiver.  Tenant agrees that all of Tenant’s personal property in and about the Premises and designated storage areas shall be at the risk of Tenant.  Tenant further agrees not to hold the Landlord, or Landlord’s agent liable in any matter for or on account of any loss or damage sustained by action of third party, fire, water, theft, or the elements of nature or for loss of any articles from any cause.  Neither shall Landlord be liable for any injury to Tenant, Tenant’s family, guests, employees, or any person entering the dwelling, building, or property of which the Premises are a part.  The Landlord strongly recommends that the Tenant obtain insurance to cover the Tenant’s personal belongings, to protect the Tenant against person injury liability, and to cover any other liabilities or losses the Tenant may incur.
14.
Successors and Assigns.  This Agreement shall be binding on and inure to the benefit of the parties hereto and to their successors and assigns.
