This matter having come before the undersigned judge upon the motion of xxxxx, by and through her attorney, Paul A. Neumiller, the court having heard the presentation of counsel and being fully advised in the premises, 
THIS COURT FINDS:
1.	On December 2, 2021, Personal Representative filed her petition to open an intestate probate for the estate of her deceased spouse believing that Decedent had not executed a Will.
2.	On December 3, 2021, on the ex-parte calendar, this Court signed an order to open Decedent’s probate and to issue Letters of Administration to Personal Representative.
3.	Personal Representative signed and filed her Oath of Administrator on December 2, 2021.

Recently and subsequently to this Court’s issuance of the Letters of Administration, Personal Representative found a Will signed by Decedent hidden in the rafters of their shared residence.  The newly found Will was filed concurrently with the Motion under separate cover.
5.	The newly found Will leaves everything to Personal Representative, as his surviving spouse, so there is no change in the distribution of Decedent’s estate.  The Will also elects Personal Representative to act as Decedent’s “executor” and to act without bond and with nonintervention powers. 
6.	RCW 11.28.150 states, in full: “If after letters of administration are granted a will of the deceased be found and probate thereof be granted, the letters shall be revoked and letters testamentary or of administration with the will annexed, shall be granted.”
NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY ORDERED, ADJUDGED, AND DECREED AS FOLLOWS:
A.	The clerk of the Court is directed to revoke the Letters of Administration that were issued by this Court to Personal Representative on December 3, 2021. 
B.	xxxxxxxxxxx is the person nominated to serve as personal representative under the newly found Will, is legally qualified to act as the personal representative, is not a creditor of Decedent’s estate, and is hereby appointed personal representative of Decedent's estate.
C.	The clerk of the Court is directed to issue Letters Testamentary to xxxxxxxx.
D.	xxxxxxxxxxx is hereby granted nonintervention powers, shall serve without bond, and shall complete administration of Decedent's estate without further intervention by this Court consistent with her duties as personal representative.  
E.	xxxxxxx is hereby authorized to transfer all property of Decedent's estate without further order of the court, consistent with her duties as personal representative, including, without limitation, the transfer of all property (real and personal) of the estate without further order of the court.
